chair report

Although for many in our community, this year will
hopefully be one of recovery after the floods which
will require resilience and fortitude not to mention
patience. It is important that those of us more
fortunate not to be impacted, do not forget them
over 2023.
This new year of the arts at the Foundry starts with
the announcement of this year's exhibition
program which includes work from 11 different
artists as well as indigenous artists and what is
sure to be a exciting exhibition by artists with
intellectual disabilities from VIVID and as usual
ending the year with the Members' “Summer
Salon” exhibition. 
Planning during last year has enabled the Foundry
to be divided into two exhibition spaces which
enable us to include more artists in our exhibition
program as well as the opportunity to provide pop-
up exhibitions and displays. One such mid-year
will be the presentation of a play being put on by
the Echuca Moama Theatre Company. Keep an
eye out on our social media pages and website for
other off-program, pop-up exhibitions and events.
An exciting event in 2023 will be the completion by
Campaspe Shire of the new Arts Garden next to
the Foundry in July this year. The space will be
opened up for arts and other community activities
which the EMAI events team are in the process of
planning. Watch this space: literally.

Changes and improvements to the Foundry this
year will include the installation of a glasswasher
in the kitchen to make the job of volunteering at
openings and other events easier and more
effective and efficient. Also early planning is
underway for the upgrading of the lighting system
to gallery standard for the improved presentation
of exhibitions. Other improvements will be
associated with the access to and activation of the
Art Garden.
I am often asked what is EMAI and is it different
from The Foundry Arts Space. EMAI stands for
Echuca Moama Arts Initiative which is an
incorporated entity which has been supporting the
arts and artists in our regional community over the
past 12 years. The Foundry Arts Space which
opened in 2015 is one of the important ways that
we support artists and bring the benefit of the arts
to our community. The Arts Garden will become
another way.
Finally we have to thank our supporters without
whom we would be unable to provide support to
our arts community and we encourage all to
support our supporters. We also encourage others
to help us support the recognised benefits that the
arts bring to the members of our community. If
you have an idea, get in touch with me any time.

“Organic” has been used to
describe her work but “functionality with a difference “is
closer to the mark.
So, when the demands of home and nursing allow, Barb
can be found enjoying time in her studio creating
“whatever”. 
Barbara has evolved from the basic forms and glazes to
being more adventurous, experimenting with different and
exciting clays, glazes and textures.

This exhibition was inspired by the beautiful Victorian
landscape that I feel fortunate to live in.
The meditation series represents the inspiration that I
receive while in peaceful meditation.

Born in the USA moved to Australia 2005 
Kathleen has expressed her creativity in the past as an
award winning dance choreographer. After tragically
losing her 16 year old son she turned to visual art as
therapy.  

This exhibition includes a series of paintings which
explore faces, expressions and emotions I have been
drawn to from my past experiences.
Human facial expressions are one of the most important
non-verbal ways we communicate as human beings. It is
a language that traverses all of human kind regardless of
age, race, language, ethnicities, or religion. It is
something we ALL share as one.
I find I can say things and express my inner emotions
through painting, it is my form of therapy, and painting
faces allows me to tap into that non-verbal expressive
language.
Then enters colour. Colour for me is another language
with which to express myself. Each colour brings into the
painting another variant of emotion and level of depth. I
use bold complimentary colours with thick paint strokes
using pallet knives, giving a sense of rawness to the
portraits.
Each face and colour is a reflection of my past and
present feelings and emotions on the subject I am
thinking of while painting.
Overall this series of paintings invites the viewer to reflect
on their life events and ponder the unspoken language
and relationship of the face, image, and colour.

Andrews lives and works as an artist in Bendigo, Central Victoria, and received her Bachelor of Visual Arts at Latrobe
University, Bendigo (2012) and completed a Master of Arts (Art in Public Space) with HD at RMIT 2014. Andrews has
undertaken a number of large public and private commissions and has held over 20 solo exhibitions and contributed to
30 group shows in various locations throughout Australia. Further afield she has undertaken residencies where she
made and exhibited artwork for the SoHo Gallery, Singapore, the Shipley Gallery, Newcastle, England and at ‘33
Bund’ Gallery, Shanghai, China. Her work is held in private collectors in Australia and internationally at; Newcastle and
Sunderland, England, Banff, Scotland, South Korea, Singapore and the US.

I work in a variety of mediums, painting, drawing, printmaking, collage, glass, ceramics, installation, video, textiles,
photography, assemblage and whatever best serves the underpinning concept and its context. As a multimedia artist,
the concept and the site drive my ideas and I respond directly to the surrounding environment and everyday
experiences, embedded in time and memory. My work, generally large in scale, is subtle in its approach and sits on
the edge of recognition and alienation. This manifests itself in the work as obscured layers, blurred lines, and gestural
marks, creating a liminal space in which fiction and reality meet, meaning shifts and paradox resides. It is in the
relationship between the physical process of making art and the materials and techniques I use, that I encounter the
deeper currents of the work. I want my work to make a difference, as a whisper to the unconscious of possibilities
otherwise unnoticed.        Julie Andrews
